Time-lapse photography compresses a series of events into one picture.
Such a photo appeared in an issue of National Geographic. Taken from a
Rocky Mountain peak during a heavy thunderstorm, the picture captured
the brilliant lightning display that had taken place throughout the storm's
duration.
